·  Continuation of Genesis: starts with “and”

· Moses – 17.14; 34.4; 34.27-9; 24.4; Joshua; 1 & 2 Kings; Ezra; Nehemiah; Daniel; Malachi; Mark; Luke; John; Acts; Romans

· Between Moses 80-120th years (Ca. ~1450 BC)

· Based on Date of Exodus

· Deliverance of Israel and establishment as God’s nation

· Demonstrates God’s control over nature

· Demonstrates God’s control over man

· Demonstrates God’s control over history

· History has meaning and purpose

· God redeems from injustice and oppression

· A model for future redemptions

· Calendar is completely changed with a new “New Year”

· Enslavement (400 years) – Exodus 1-2
