Expectations

HS Bible – Mr. Adams

1. Students are to be in their assigned seats when the bell rings or they are tardy.
2. Students are to use the restroom during their breaks. 

3. If it is necessary to leave the classroom, students must sign in and out on the approved sign-out sheet to leave the classroom.

4. Students may not sign out during the first or last ten minutes of class.

5. Students are to be prepared for class, including but not limited to the following: textbook, notebook, composition book, bible in a translation they can read/understand, homework, 2 pens (1 black/1 blue; pencil optional), any other items needed to fully participate in class; additional “art supplies” as desired.

6. Students should have a Bible that they can easily understand, preferably with a concordance in the back. If you cannot understand your Bible you will have a difficult time in this course. PLEASE have a translation you are comfortable with.

7. Students are to leave the classroom at least as clean as they found it.

8. Student notebooks are to be: 3 ring binders (2 inch) with 8 tab dividers.
9. Students are to do all assigned work in blue/black ink or pencil. There is to be no use of red, pink, purple, etc. The only exception is class notes, etc. in you notebook.

10. All work must be neat and legible. Work that is not neat and legible will either be returned to be redone or points will be taken off the assignment (up to and including a grade of 0%) at the teacher’s discretion.

11. Work is to be turned in the day it is due. On time work is to be turned in to the appropriate bin for your class period. 

12. Late Assignments should be turned in to the appropriate bin for your class period with a “Late Assignment” form completely filled out and attached. No late work will be accepted without this form.

13. Late Assignments will lose 50% per day (one day late = 50%, 2 days late = 0%). Missed work CANNOT be made up after this time period. 
14. Memory Verse Quizzes may be retaken within five (5) days for an 89 (maximum).

15. Students are responsible for all MV Quizzes given each semester. They may be quizzed on previous memory verses at any time.

16. Students are to do their own work, by themselves, unless instructed otherwise. Group/Partner work is only allowed with the teacher’s permission.

17. All typed work is to follow standard guidelines; which are a maximum of: one inch margins, 12 point font (normal fonts like Times), double spaced.

18. Students should take responsibility for all work by following the information available on Info-direct, classroom postings, nine-week plans, Mr. Adams’ Bible website, and teacher’s instructions. Students are responsible for all work missed, whether planned or not. Mr. Adams’ Bible Website is: www.fitministries.com. Create a username and password to login then go to the “OCP” section. 
19. Laptops may be used in class for Bible use only (as your Bible, notebook, etc.).

20. A FREE DAY will be rewarded for each 9 week period in which there is less than 9 Discipline Notices assigned in a given class period.

21. Reading Reports are due each Friday. In addition, regular homework checks will be taken to ensure you are keeping up with your reading.
22. Extra Credit: 1/5 point per page of notes (minimum ¾ page of real notes, not fluff) from chapels, church, etc. added to final grade. A maximum of 5 points will be added.
