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Grading will be as follows:

Format

· 5 pages with footnotes plus cover page and bibliography. Proper cover page will include; Name, Title of Paper, Class, Date, Teacher. A maximum of 1” margins, 12 point font (Times New Roman), double spaced, typed. Each properly formatted page will receive 2 points in this category (0,1,2,3,4,5,6,7=14,12,10,8,6,4,2,0]
Research

· All research should be original (not a previous project), researched by you personally (not others – plagiarism!).

· References

In addition to Biblical references, five references from outside sources are required. These may include internet sites, books, scholars, etc. Class Notes do not qualify as one of these 5 required references. [0,1,2,3=15,10,5,0]

Bible References [0,1,2,3,4,5=25,20,15,10,5,0]

· Content & Knowledge

Proper content should include a biblical definitional and analysis of the topic with properly interpreted Scriptures to support your point (from OT & NT). Paper should also include its influence on the modern world, specifically its influence in America (how is the topic viewed in today’s world? In the media? Etc.). Conclude with a summary of your findings and your understanding of how this should change how  you live. [Little understanding, Confused understanding, Understands basic facts, Understands topic = 35,30,25,20]

· Grammar/Spelling

Proper grammar, sentence structure, spelling, etc. is required. Slang, abbreviations, etc. should not be used in a research paper. [0,2,4,6,8,10=0,2,4,6,8,10]

· The Body of Christ (church)
· Freedom in Christ

· Slavery

· The Tongue (words)

· Sin (definition, examples, conquering it, etc.)
· Holiness
· Anger

· Truth

· Favoritism (partiality)

· Jesus Christ

· Other – upon approval of Mr. Adams (You must ask first!)

This page should be included in the research paper as the last page (after the bibliography). No paper will be graded without this page!
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
